Available space includes the Sanctuary, Minister's Study and
Chapman Room. Kitchen is only available with Stone Soup's authorization.
2) Administrator will respond to inquiries (email or telephone)  by informing the Board as well as the Church Calendar re availability and request.
3) The Board Clerk or Property Liaison will follow up with the requestor to assess scope of request and discuss costs and contact information and identify our Host.
4) Responsible Host and key holder will:
Schedule with Guest - Opening and closing, etc..
Assess and implement tech needs (including audio, music, zoom, projection)
Assist Guest who is responsible for setting up and cleaning in concert with the host.
5) Compensation for the host is according to the fee.
For non-profit events host is offered 50%.
For Non-member events 25%. -$75.
6) The Administrator and Property Committee and Sexton will be informed of arrangements.
Fee Schedule: Weddings, Memorial Services and Dedications are free for members and no
donation is requested.
Non-Profit Program and members' donation- $50
Non-Member Charge $300
Concerts or paid events - AS will take 20% of gate for use of  space.
